A concert featuring music associated with the Le Strange family of Hunstanton in the 17th century led to a gathering of their descendants at All Saints Church on Sunday.
Local historian Alison Gifford talked about the family who documented their lives, and about their love of music which involved their having a family composer, John Jenkins, a notable English composer of the period.  
The talk was followed by an hour-long concert by the Chelys Consort, a quartet who play viols of the period, including works by Jenkins. Members of the Le Strange family from across Eastern England were among the very appreciative audience.

St George’s Guildhall was almost filled with jazz enthusiasts when four musicians from Ronnie Scott’s legendary Soho jazz venue celebrated the club’s 60th anniversary on Saturday.

The festival’s year-round programme will continue on November 15 with a morning coffee concert by the Magnard Ensemble at Lynn Town Hall. The next day the film Woman at War will be shown at St George’s Guildhall at 2.30pm and at 7.30pm Gillian Burke, part of the BBC Springwatch and Autumnwatch team, will provide a behind-the-scenes look at the BBC’s popular wildlife programmes.
Tomorrow (Nov 2) an exhibition entitled Painting the Personal will open at the Fermoy Gallery. It is the third in a series of exhibitions exploring the notion of place featuring works from Norwich Castle Museum. Curator Rosy Gray will conduct an exhibition tour on Wednesday (Nov 6) at 11am.
There will be an accompanying exhibition in the Red Barn, Scroll Through Time, with workshops in partnership with Stories of Lynn. The exhibitions will continue until November 23.
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
